EVENTS TO BE OFFERED

Each event will be divide with age categories ( 6-7, 8-9, 10-11, 12-15) on competition’s day and two level practice A and B (A - level is for people who train 3 times each week – members of amateur groups, B - level is for people who train more than 3 times – members of sport groups).

FREE PROGRAM

Level 1 :

Duration of Program : no longer than 1.40 minutes

Jumps : Waltz 3-turn, Waltz Jump (repeat 2 times)
Jump combinations : -

Jump sequences : -
Spins : 1 simple spin (3 revolutions) in one position without change of foot (positions : upright, sit)

Spirals : Circular, forward, show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (circular, straight) using turns: 3-turns and steps : strokes)

Level 2: 

Duration of Program : 2.00 minutes +10 sec
Jumps : Maximun 3 jump elements : Salchow, Toeloop, any jump combination or sequence with Waltz jump
Spins : No more than 2 simple spins (3 revolutions) without change of  of position or foot (positions : upright, sit, camel)

Spirals : Circular, forward and back, show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (circular, straight) using turns: 3-turns and mohawks and steps : crossovers, chasses, toe step)

Level 3: 

Duration of Program : 2.00 minutes +10 sec
Jumps : Maximum 4 jump elements Loop, Flip Jump combination / sequence with toeloop
Spins : No more than 2  simple spin (4 revolutions) Mandatory : sit spin

Spirals : 8 shape or Circular, forward and back , show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (circular, straight) using turns: Mohawks, twizzles and steps : crossovers, chasses, toe step)

Level 4 : 

Duration of Program : : 2.50 minutes +10 sec 

Jumps : Maximum 5 jump elements Lutz and Loop from steps 
Jump combinations : 1 jump combination with Flip

Jump sequences : (1) any jump sequence
Spins : no more than 3 spins, simple spin (4 revolutions) Mandatory : Layback spin for girls and combined spin without change of foot ( 3 rev in each position)

Spirals : Serpentine, forward and back, show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (circular, serpentine, straight) using Mohawks, twizzles and steps : running steps, toe steps in different directions.

Level 5: 

Duration of Program : 2.50 minutes +10 sec
Jumps : Maximum 5 jump elements Axel

Jump combinations : (1) jump combination with Lutz

Jump sequences : (1) jump sequence including 3 single jumps
Spins : No more than 3 spins, simple spin (5 revolutions), Mandatory : Layback spin for the girls and spin with change of foot (3+3)

Spirals : Serpentine,  forward and back, show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (serpentine, circular, straight) using turns: Mohawks, twizzles, brackets, Choctaws and steps : running steps, toe steps in different directions.

Level 6: 

Duration of Program : 3.00 minutes +10 sec
Jumps :Maximum of 6 jump elements double salchow and double toeloop
Jump combinations or sequences : any jump combination or sequence with axel and jump combination with single and double jumps ( 1rev. + 2 rev. / 2 rev/ + 1 rev.)

Spins : No more than 4 spins, simple spin (5 revolutions) 

Mandatory : spin with change of foot ( 3 + 3) 

Combined spin without change of foot (3 revs in each position).

Layback/ Biellmann spin (4 revs.) for girls

Flying spin (4 revs) for boys.

Spirals : Serpentine, forward and back, show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (circular, serpentine, straight) using turns: Mohawks, twizzles, brackets, choctaws;  and steps : running steps, toe steps in different directions.

Level 7: 

Duration of Program : 3.00 minutes +10 sec
Jumps : Maximum of 6 jump elements 3 different double jumps, excluding double Lutz & double Flip.
Jump combinations or sequences : Any jump combination or sequence with double jumps, excluding double Lutz and double Flip.

Spins : No more than 4 spins. Mandatory : combined spin without change of positions and foot (5 + 5) 

Layback/ Biellmann spin (5 revs.) for girls

Flying spin (5 revs) for boys.

Spirals : Serpentine, forward and back, show different positions.
Steps sequences, Moves in the field : step sequence (circular, serpentine, straight) using turns: Mohawks, twizzles, brackets, choctaws;  and steps : running steps, toe steps in different directions.

PROGRAM CONTENT SHEET

With the entries, the skaters should attach the Program Content Sheets. The Planned Program Content Sheets must be signed by a coach or skater Representative. However, the programs content may be changed at the time of the competition. Planned Program Content Sheet must be returned by April 8th, 2009.

INTERPRETIVE SKATING EVENT:

Interpretive Free Skating Events shall consist of a variety of skating moves and elements selected for their value in enhancing the skaters’ interpretation of the music. Axels and double jumps will not be permitted. Costumes which enhance the performance by appropriately reflecting the character of the music and theme will be considered in the judging. It is not allowed to deposit objects on the ice (this will lead to deductions). Props on the ice will not be permitted.

In Interpretive events, skaters will be judged on their ability to interpret the music and develop a theme by using their skating skills as above. 

In all Interpretive Events - the length of music is not to exceed 1:40 minutes. Vocal music is permitted. Age categories will be the same as for Free Skating events as presented in Section I.

LEVELS

1st level – “SIMPLE” = Level 1 and 2 of Free program

2nd level – “MIDDLE” = Level 3 and 4 of Free program

3rd level – “HIGH” = Level 5, 6 and 7 of Free program

FACILITIES AND LOGISTICS

There will be practice ice available at the skating rink “Le Skating” of Villenave d’Ornon. Please fill out the practice ice application (Form C)

COMPETITION ARENA

The rink (56 x 26 m) is located 12 km from Bordeaux airport and 6 km by car or coach from Bordeaux railway station (TGV from Paris).

Only CD’s will be accepted. They must be clearly marked with name, event entered, length of music and side to be played. Competition music must be turned in at registration and will be available for pick up at the Registration Desk at the conclusion of the event. CD’s will not be mailed back to competitors. All Teams must have an additional duplicated CD with them in the rink. The Organizers will accept no responsibility for damage or loss of CD’s, but will take every precaution to ensure their safety. 

VIDEOTAPING

Those interested in videotaping must obtain permission upon arrival at the competition. It will be restricted to one area. Except for the official Videographer, only battery-operated cameras will be permitted.

Non-European skaters interested in videotaping are recommended to bring their own cameras and films, as the European format is different.
